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From Our Associate Pastor. . .
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“Drive in beauty.” Arigona highway signs

“The real voyage of discovery consists not in seeking new
landscapes but in having new eyes.” —Marvel Proust

“Daylilies —” read the hand-lettered cardboard poster
staked beside the access road. The sign would have been
easy to miss had there been lots of others nearby. But
along the stretch of interstate 20 between Tuscaloosa,
Alabama, and Meridian, Mississippi, only the occasional
McDonald’s, Wendy’s, or gas station logo punctuated the
highway. In one word the bold “daylilies” sign advertised
something better than burgers. It offered more
extravagance than anything in the chain stores that
virtually link Atlanta and Birmingham.

Relieved to be out of urban sprawl, I crossed the
bridge over I-20 and followed the road south toward
Eutaw, Alabama. In less than a mile, my mother and I
saw a yard blazing with rows of day lilies in a hundred
shades of yellow, peach, orange, and pink. I pulled in,
trying to steer clear of any lilies leaning into the driveway.

A truck pulled in behind me. “Louise isn’t diggin’
today,” said the driver. She’s got a wedding and a funeral
to tend to.” We were disappointed. Two years ago
Louise dug up two clumps of daylilies that are now
growing in Mother’s backyard in Louisiana. We were
hoping for 2006 vintage lilies to plant beside them. “I’ll
watch you back up and turn around,” said the man, who
must have been Louise’s husband, and who was
protecting both her flowers and her time.

As we were leaving, Louise, who must be about eighty,
came out of the house and waved us down. Scooping up
the bottom of her sleeveless purple t-shirt to wipe her
face, she called out, “I’'m sorry I can’t dig today! I've got a
funeral at 11:00.” She pointed to the flour on her shirt,
“I’ve been in the kitchen all morning, My grandson’s
getting married tomorrow. His dad died two years ago.
We’re trying to help all we can with the wedding, I've
made twelve dozen croissants and rolls this morning, Just
got to put ham and cheese in them later.”

“I haven’t even gotten to water them this morning,”
said Louise, looking at the flock she tends. “When I
water them, that’s when I get to see each one and call it
by name.

“I can’t dig today. I’'m sorry. . . but you’re welcome
to look,” she called back to us. “Just be sure to keep
between the rows.”

For ten minutes or so we walked between rows of
lilies, reading their names from the markers beside
them: Tangerine Dreams, Royal Sunsets, Orange
Triumph, Permanent Wave, Purple Simplicity. We
feasted on the extravagant colors of May.

And then we were back on I-20 heading west,
nothing extra in our hands but richer for the rest stop,
the Alabama earth beneath our feet, a conversation
with Louise, and the early morning sun highlighting the
beauty of the lilies.

The naturalist John Muir wrote, “Never lose an
opportunity for seeing anything that is beautiful, for
beauty is God’s handwriting — a wayside sacrament.”
Through travel, I’ve learned that the opportunities for
seeing are endless; through birding, that off the main
roads, beauty and wonder are around every curve, if we
only take time to look.

The day after Pentecost marks the stretch of days
we call “ordinary” time when we keep our eyes attuned
for signs of the sacred. Rarely are the signs pointing to
the loveliness in the world written in human hand, like
“Daylilies —” on the side of the interstate in Alabama
or “Purple-hull peas —” at the farmer’s market.

I didn’t see a handwritten sign in my sister’s front
yard in Atlanta that said “Towhee under tree —” Nor
did I see one on Lake Shore Drive last week with an
arrow pointing to “Red-tailed Hawk flying across road
—” No sign at home this morning pointed to the
miracle in a big clay pot: “White ranunculus bulb
planted in February sprouting! —” How easily I could
have missed the beauty in each of thesel!

I understand that on a reservation in northeastern
Arizona, highway travelers see a wonderful blending of
cultures. On turquoise road signs, the traditional
Navajo saying “Travel in beauty” is translated into a
blessing for the journey for those who might otherwise
miss nature’s gifts. “Drive in beauty,” the signs read.

This summer, make time for the “wayside
sacraments.” Enjoy the back roads. “Drive in beauty.”
And come home safe and sound.
