Home by Another Way 
     Our Advent theme this year comes 
from Matthew’s narrative. After the 
magi had worshiped the Child, they 
“left for their own country by another 
road.”   
      The kings, high atop camels, their 
velvet robes gilded with desert sand, 
were impressive in their grandeur, 
knowledge, and exotic travels. Little did 
they know that their search for a Child 

would become legendary; their quest, a journey which 
all our journeys echo; their worship, a model of  
humbleness; their commitment to their pilgrimage so 
true that every wobbly camel step through the desert to 
their place of  arrival mattered more than anything else 
they could have been doing in their old kingdoms.  
 It’s a different way of  the heart that prompted the 
reflections by Lake Shore writers in our twenty-sixth 
Advent book. Through the journeys of  their own lives, 
their words guide us through Advent toward Christmas.  
Some tell about wandering with no end in sight as 
they’ve looked for God. Others, trying to find their 
center, follow paths as circuitous as a labyrinth. Others 
tell of  travels that involved risk, imagination, or change 
in direction. These page-sized images from individual 
pilgrimages describe stopping points along their 
journeys. They are memories of  where God has been 
leading and guiding these writers as they, too, seek 
another way home. 
 Walking the path toward home is an Advent 
practice. So is looking into the night sky for a star to 
guide us. So is pausing to light a candle before taking 
that next step. So is re-thinking our own pilgrimages 
every Advent when we read about Mary and Joseph’s 
journey. 
 We hope that reading these writings day-by-day will 
be one of  the maps that guides you to Christmas.
